Year 7 are taught employing a mastery approach. This exposes almost all pupils to the same curriculum
content at the same pace, allowing them all full access to the curriculum by focusing on developing
deep understanding and securing fluency with facts and procedures, and providing differentiation by
offering rapid support and intervention to address each individual pupil’s needs. This approach based

on mastery principles:

makes use of mathematical representations that expose the underlying structure of the

mathematics;

helps pupils to make sense of concepts and achieve fluency through carefully structured
guestions, exercises and problems that use conceptual and procedural variation to provide
‘intelligent practice’, which develops conceptual understanding and procedural fluency in

parallel;

blends whole class discussion and precise questioning with intelligent practice and, where

necessary, individual support.




In Year 7 pupils are tested at the start and then again at the end of every half-term using Doddle skills
assessments to allow us to ensure progress. Pupils keep track of their own progress using half-termly
topic sheets in their books but their progress in each skill can also be tracked at home on their own
Doddle account. Every term Year 7 also complete an SPTA common formal exam which allows us to
look at resetting to ensure every pupil is in the correct place to maximise their learning.

Intervention in KS3 is through the use of LSAs and HLTAs in Mathematics lessons providing in class
support and small group withdrawal, and by targeted withdrawal from non-Mathematics lessons to use
Mathletics, a powerful computer based learning resource aligned to the National Curriculum which
uses targeted, adaptive and engaging content designed to meet the requirements of the curriculum.

Homework is set every Monday, every week, for all years on the ActiveLearn platform. Pupils have a
week to complete each homework and the Maths department staff the Maths department computer
suite in school every week for those pupils that do not have the internet at home, or need or want help
with their homework.
